availability. (Some roles may require auditions.) 
 

4. Any child five years old or under must be accompanied by a "costumed" parent or 
adult family member at all rehearsals and both pageants.

Adults and teens in the pageant fill a wide variety of cast and crew roles and responsibilities, 
such as: 
 

a) Bethlehem townspeople (in costume), census takers, tax collectors, marketplace 
sellers, etc. 

 
b) Story characters (in costume), including Mary & Joseph, angels, centurions, 

shepherds, magi, pages, etc. 
 

c) Crew (street dress) including set construction, stage/set up and take down, costume 
helpers, church cleaner-uppers (after each performance), greeters, etc. 

 
Children in the pageant (in costume) are Bethlehem townspeople such as bread sellers, 
angels, shepherds, junior legionnaires, pages, etc.
